President John Steele called the meeting to order

Pastor Buth led the council in a prayer and scripture reading.

Secretary Report:  Ms. Steele provided an updated copy of the secretary’s report by email.  A motion was made to approve the minutes by MaryAnn Thompson and seconded by Chris Severt.

Treasurer Report:  MaryAnn Thompson provided financial reports as of 9/30/24. The general fund balance was $82,911.47.  Income for September was $9,613.15 and expenses were $7, 845.00.  We discussed offering envelopes. Some of the designations from envelopes can be confusing, especially the quarterly envelopes with the cemetery fund designation.  The council decided to add the cemetery fund to all envelopes as an option to make things less confusing.  Budget numbers and needs will be put in the bulletin again to make needs more visible to the congregation.  The council discussed healthcare/benefit options to offer potential pastor candidates.  The council decided to lay out expenses of pastor healthcare/benefit options at the fall congregational meeting.  Don Requested Ms. Thompson investigate the funeral/altar expense as the expense was up %133 percent this month.  MaryAnn provided a summary of gifts and memorials.  The council discussed moving the “overflow” account to another category.  The council will bring the decision to the congregation.  The council decided to put the gifts and memorial balance in the newsletter and will add a line for daycare gifts.  A motion was made to approve the report by Tom Lipke and seconded Chris Severt.

Elder Report:  Mr. Duncan provided an update from the elders meeting.  The secretary has misplaced the notes and is unable to add them to this report.  A motion to accept the elder report was made by Chris Severt and seconded by MaryAnn Thompson.

Trustee Report:   Mr. Lipke gave an update.  Parsonage repairs are finished.  We will need to scrub floors before a new pastor moves in.  Otherwise, the parsonage looks good.  The chimney was removed and cleaned.  Bill Baltz donated the work hours to the church.  Tom will call Solutions Heating to clean the furnace for parsonage and church.  A motion was made to accept the Trustee report by Don Duncan and seconded by Chris Severt.

Board of Ed Report:   Mr. Severt provided a Board of Education update…there was no meeting last month and therefore no information to update.

Old Business:  None

New Business:  A congregational meeting is planned for Nov 3rd.  At that time, a new trustee will need to be elected.  A motion to adjourn was made by Chris Severt and seconded by Tom Lipke.
